Band Director’s Report: Darcy Davis thanked the Booster Club for the assistance with the Goldfarb Memorial.  He also wanted to thank all the senior parents for their efforts throughout their years as band parents. The fall show does not have a theme yet.  The music is a conglomeration of pieces from three different shows.  The show will be exciting but demanding.  The number of marching band members will be about the same as the prior year. He anticipates that in future years, the numbers should grow.  He is in the process of rebuilding the trumpet section. The staff members will include: Jon Gorky (assistant band director, color guard instructor), Bruce Bard (drumline), Eric Hutchinson (pit percussion), Laura Merwin (woodwind), and Janice Bishop (brass).  Color guard and drum major auditions will take place this week.  
There will be fewer competitions this year which will result in a lower travel budget.  At some point it may be necessary to institute a ‘pay for play’ program for certain events such as state championships.  Students may be asked to contribute an amount ($10 for example) to cover the additional costs of a trip.

Margaret has an envelope for each band member with 10 tickets in the envelope.  She will be available after band rehearsals to collect ticket sale proceeds.
