Challenge Rules (revised November, 2006)

1.  Challenges will begin after Thanksgiving and will continue throughout the school year, 
except during the two weeks each quarter reserved for playing tests.

2. You may challenge the person who sits one or two chairs ahead of you in the section.   
Grade 9 students may not challenge grade 10, 11, or 12 students.

3. At least five calendar days notification must be given to the person being challenged.

4.  You will be responsible for preparing any music that has already been rehearsed by the full band.

5.  Both students should set up a time with Mr. Davis for the challenge to take place.  Failure to show up for the challenge will result in forfeiture.

6.  Individual scores for the challenge will be determined by performance of the following music fundamentals:




tone quality  (5 points)




intonation of notes (5 points)




articulation/style (5 points)




phrasing/dynamic contrast  (5 points)




appropriate and consistent tempo (5 points)




rhythmic accuracy/ technique (5 points)

7. The student receiving the higher score will win the challenge.  In case of a tie, seating will remain the same.

8. If the challenger wins, he/she will trade seats and music with the person he/she beat.

9. Both students will receive credit for seeking extra help.  (see Grading Procedure).
