Academic Letters

2010-2011
The Rockville High School Marching Band will be awarding letters of academic excellence to those students who, for at least two years, meet all of the criteria listed below.   Students who meet the criteria for three or four years will be awarded gold stars for each of these additional years.  The gold stars are to be placed on the academic letter.

Criteria for the Awarding of Band Academic Letters

For two years, the student must:

a. Have no more than one (1) excused absence for all fall performances during a given academic year.

b. Have no more than two (2) excused absences for all outside of school fall practices (beginning with the first day of school) during a given academic year.

c. Have zero (0) unexcused absences for practices and performances throughout the entire school year, including Band Camp and all spring Marching Band activities.

d. Receive a grade of ninety (90) or higher on the Marching Band final exam performance.  (Special consideration will be given to students who are performing on “transfer” instruments.)

e. Participate in the Memorial Day Parade, which occurs mid-way through the years    of earning his/her letter or star.

f. Participate in at least two fund-raiser or services activities sponsored by the Marching Band or Booster Club.  (ex:  Working a the Coffee Break in August, or at a Can and Bottle Drive).

Note: An excused absence is defined as one where there is proper documentation from the parent, other responsible adult (teacher, coach, youth group leader) or attendance office as to the reason for the absence.  An unexcused absence is considered to be when the student is a “no show” for the practice or performance.
